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How to Ensure Your Child Grows Up a ‘Healthy Gamer”’
Children have endless access to video games via their devices and consoles, and for many
it has become a key activity in their daily routine. The Australian Government
Department of Health and Ageing recommends that children aged 13-18 years old should
be limited to 30 minutes of video games per day, and not be exposed to online violent
video games.

Watch out for any negative behaviour that may occur as a result of the games, such as
getting angry or agitated after playing, or when they are asked to stop. Look out for
erratic changes in their mood or behaviour including interactions with friends and getting
outdoors. All these behaviours are a sign that their time on devices needs to be reduced.
